Baker, Stroud, Johnson, Nelson, Redig “nay” none.  Motion carried.
Public Works Report was reviewed.  Because of COVID-19 it is uncertain when pools will be allowed to open this summer, and our pool is in need of repairs including replumbing, concrete deck redone, and chain link fence replaced.  After a long discussion, Stroud made motion not to open the pool for the summer because of these issues, second by Redig.  All members present voting “aye” motion carried.

Redig made motion to Close Public Hearing “Accepting Offer to Buy & Conveyance of Real Estate Contract – Lots 5 & 6, Carlson 3rd Addition”, second by Johnson.  Roll call vote  

“aye” Stroud, Johnson, Nelson, Baker, Redig “nay” none. Motion carried.
Nelson made motion to Approve Resolution #20-09 “Resolution Disposing of an Interest in Real Estate & Conveyance of Real Estate Contract – Lots 5 & 6 Carlson 3rd Addition”, second by Stroud.  Roll Call Vote “aye” Baker, Nelson, Johnson, Stroud “nay” none. Motion carried.  Redig abstained.
       Nelson made motion to Approve Resolution #20-10 “Resolution Acknowledging Offer to 
       Buy property – Tract A, Carlson 3rd Addition” and set public hearing for June 15 2020, 
       second by Baker. Roll Call Vote “aye” Nelson, Baker, Stroud, Johnson “nay” none.

       Nelson made motion to Approve Resolution #20-11 “Resolution Acknowledging Offer to
       Buy Property – Tract B, Carlson 3rd Addition” and set public hearing for June 15, 2020, 
       second by Johnson.  Roll Call Vote “aye” Baker, Redig, Johnson, Nelson, Stroud “nay” 
       none.  Motion carried.
Pool Manager Position was not discussed, pool will not open this summer.

Redig made motion to approve Casey’s General Store Liquor License renewal and cigarette permit renewal, second by Baker.  All members present voting “aye” motion carried.
City & Electric Shops were discussed.  

Building Permit Fees were discussed.  Currently building permit fees are $1.00 per $1,000
cost of project.  After further discussion, Redig made motion, second by Johnson to set building permit fees as follows.  $25.00 for up to first $20,000 valuation; $1.00 per $1,000.00

valuation above that and cost of filing for a variance - $100.00 application fee.  All members present voting “aye” motion carried.
Draft of City Handbook was discussed.  Will discuss further at June 15, 2020 meeting.
Landfill report was given.
City Clerk Messerole submitted her notice of retirement after 21 ½ years, last day of work August 19, 2020.

There being no further business to discuss, meeting was adjourned.
